In recent years, an effort to understand and collect all documentable die deterioration stages has been made 

by some members of the BHNC.



APPROACH TO COLLECTING BY DIE STATE

ÅOverton/Parsley established varieties by die pair combinations (òmarriagesó) and 

documented the earliest and latest die states whenever possible.

ÅResearch by the BHNC has uncovered earlier and later die states for a number of 

varieties, which are not reflected in the Overton/Parsley book.

ÅThis research also sought to determine and document the actual sequence of die 

deterioration, based upon the appearance of die cracks and other features.

ÅCollecting by die state means seeking to acquire examples of the prime die state of 

each Overton variety, the terminal die state, and every identifiable stage of 

deterioration in between.
